Key Activities of China-US Youth RME Partnership
The Chinese or US applicants need to submit a project plan together with a research subject according to the research directions and their own condition. After the evaluation of the judging committee, 10 projects will be selected. The organizers will provide fund for US delegates who come to China and conduct an 11-day research in groups with Chinese students based on their application.  
Activities include:
· Dialogue and Discussion
· On-site Investigation
· Cultural Tours
· Home Stay Experience
Detailed arrangements are as follows:
Day 1: Grouping and Training
Each group is composed of 5 Chinese students, 2 Ivy League delegates and 3 US students studying in China. Training and ice-breaking activities will be organized.
Day 2: Leaving Beijing for Destinations
The research groups will leave for different destinations where they should carry out their projects.
Day 3- Day 9: Implementation
All the groups will conduct investigation in the related provinces and cities.
Day 10-11: Project Review
Participants will come back to Beijing to demonstrate their findings and exchange views. The experts and mentors will give comments and present certificates to the participants. Cultural tour and other exchange activities will also be conducted in Beijing.
Follow-ups:
Each group should submit their detailed reports to the organizers within two weeks after the end of the program.

Research Directions
Applicants can choose one or more topics from the following five categories to decide on their research subject and project plan:
· China's economic development and global economic governance
· China’s social development and urbanization
· China's agricultural development and construction in rural areas
· Environmental protection and sustainable development
· Multi-cultural development and cultural industries
